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rheoloSko nalaziSte VeliStak otkriveno
Aje u travnju 2007. godine. Rije€ je o na-

selju iz razdoblja hvarske kulture koja
je tijekom gotovo Citavog 5. tisucljeca prije
Krista (odnosno tijekom kasnog neolitika)
bila rasprostranjena na podrucju Dalmacije i
Hercegovine. Osnovano nedugo nakon 5000.
godine prije Krista, Velistak je dosad najrani-
je poznato nalaziste hvarske kulture, a radi-
okarbonski datumi na uzorcima Zivotinjskih
kostiju pokazuju da je naselje trajalo do oko
4700. godine prije Krista.

VeliStak je smjesten nedaleko istoimenog
izvora u Velimskom polju (u zaledu grada Vo-
dica), izmedu sela Velima, Grabovaca i Ciste
Male. Arheoloskim iskopavanjima Koja provo-
de djelatnici Muzeja grada Sibenika, od 2007.
do 2015. godine je istrazena povrsina od 335
m?. Od ostataka naselja, najbrojnije su za-
stupljeni ukopani objekti. Uglavnom je rije¢ o
jamama okruglih i ovalnih tlocrta. Definirano
ih je preko 50, a obicno se tumace kao spre-
miSta za hranu. Nadzemni objekti su sacuvani
daleko skromnije: kao i na vecini neolitickih
nalaziSta naseg podrucja, tragovi kuca na
VeliStaku su definirani jedino u vidu segme-
nata podova od utabane gline. U jednom su
primjeru otkriveni i temeljni rovovi u Koje je
bila usadena drvena zidna konstrukcija kuce.

he archaeological site of Velistak was
Tdiscovered in April 2007. VeliStak is the

Hvar culture settlement. Hvar culture
covered areas of Dalmatia and Herzegovina
throughout almost the entire 5th millennium
BC, i.e. during the Late Neolithic. The village
was founded soon after 5000 BC and there-
fore is the earliest known Hvar culture site;
radiocarbon analyses of animal bone sample
show the settlement lasted until c. 4700 BC.

Velistak is situated in the Velim Valley (in the
hinterland of the town of Vodice), between
the villages of Velim, Grabovci and CistaMala.
During archaeological excavations conducted
by Sibenik City Museum from 2007 to 2015,
335 sg m of the settlement area has been
revealed. The most numerable preserved re-
mains of the settlement are dug out features
that are best represented by circular and
oval pits. So far the excavations have yield-
ed over 50 pits that are usually interpreted
as food storages. Above ground objects are
preserved more modestly: similar to most
Neolithic sites, remains of houses at Velistak
are preserved merely as segments of floors
made of hardened clay. Only a single example
of foundation ditches, which served for em-
bedding the wooden walls, has so far been
revealed in one of the houses.

Najbrojnija kategorija pokretnih nalaza su
loncarski proizvodi. Keramicke posude ukra-
Sene su urezanim motivima Karakteristicnima
za klasi¢nu hvarsku Kulturu, pri ¢emu prevla-
davaju viSestruke paralelne linije koje ome-
duju geometrijske, lucne, spiralne i cik-cak
motive, zatim stilizirane Zivotinjske likove i
dr. Fino je posude cesto oslikavano crvenim
pigmentom. Orude je izradivano od kamena i
kosti, a nakit i od skoljaka.

Analize sakupljenih Zivotinjskih kostiju i bilj-

The most prolific category of small finds is
pottery. Ceramic vessels are decorated with
incised motifs typical for the classical Hvar
culture. Most dominant patterns include that
of multiple parallel lines that frame geometric
shapes, spirals, arch shaped, zigzag and styl-
ised zoomorphic designs, etc. Fine pottery was
also often painted with a red pigment. Tools
were made of stone and bone, while raw ma-
terial for jewellery included also seashells.

Analyses of the collected animal bones and
plant remains show that the economy and
diet of the VeliStak settlement was almost

bile bazirane gotovo isklju€ivo na uzgojenim
vrstama. Vecina Kostiju pripada ovcama i ko-
zama, a U nesto manjoj mjeri su uzgajana go-
veda i svinje. U daleko skromnijem postotku
su u prehrani bile zastupljene i divlje Zivotinje
(jeleni, lisice i zecCevi). Plodno Velimsko po-
lje pruzalo je idealne uvjete za uzgoj Zitarica
(viSe vrsta pSenice i je€ma), mahunarki (boba,
lece, graska) i lana. Osim samih karboniziranih
sjemenki, 0 uzgoju i obradi Zita u ku¢anstvima
na VeliStaku svjedoce i nalazi Zrvnjeva.

Rezultati dosadasnjih istrazivanja pokazuju
da nalaziste Velistak pruza znacajne spo-
znaje o svakodnevnom Zivotu naselja prije
gotovo 7000 godina, s pocetka kasnog neo-
litika. Hvarska Kultura je proucavana uglav-
nom na temelju Spiljskih nalazista, dok je
jedino tadasnje naselje istraZzeno polovicom
proslog stoljeca u Lisici¢ima (u Hercegovini).
Stoga VeliStak predstavlja prvo istraZzivano
naselje hvarske kulture u Dalmaciji. Sustav-
na istrazivanja VeliStaka nastavljaju se i u
sljedec¢im godinama.

exclusively based on domesticated species.
The majority of the bones belong to sheep
and goats, while cattle and pigs were raised
to a lesser extent. Wild, game animals (deer,
foxes, hares) were present in the diet, but in
a far smaller percentage. The fertile Velim
Valley offered ideal conditions for growing
cereals (several species of wheat and bar-
ley), pulses (pea, lentil, bitter vetch) and flax.
Besides collected fragments of carbonised
seeds, finds of querns also point to activities
related to grinding grain crops in the house-
holds of Velistak.

Results of the up to date conducted exca-
vations show that the site of VeliStak offers
significant insight to the everyday life of a
settlement 7000 years ago, from the begin-
ning of the Late Neolithic. Hvar culture was
previously researched mainly based on cave
sites, while the only contemporaneous open
air settlement was excavated in Lisici¢i (Her-
zegovina) in the mid 20th century. Therefore,
Velitak represents the first excavated Hvar
open air settlement in Dalmatia. Systematic
archaeological works at VeliStak will contin-
ue in the following years.
